FAQ

When did you first realize you wanted to be a writer?
I've always loved making of stories. When | was a kid, | always had adventures going on in my head. But | never realized | could be an author. |

thought authors were rich and famous. (Trust me, some are, but most write because they love it.) It wasn’t until | was in my late thirties that |
tried writing my first book. | wish | had known when | was younger that anyone can be an author.

How long does it take you to write a book?
It depends on the book. Typically, | take a week or two to make an outline. Then | write a first draft, which takes two to three months on aver-

age. Then | edit, edit, edit. (You know when your teacher tells you to polish your sloppy copy of your work? That’s what editing is.) This usually
takes another two to three months. Once everything is polished the book usually comes out about a year later. So about eighteen months from
when | start to when | have a book in my hands.

What is your work schedule like when you're writing?
Every author has their own schedule. For me, mornings and evening are my best time to write. | like to start by reading what | wrote the day

before. This gets me into the story and lets me make any changes | think it needs. Then | write really hard for two or three hours. | try to write
about 2,000 words a day. But | don’t always get that. | love to watch movies and read books when | am writing because they inspire my imagina-
tion.

Where do you get your information or ideas for your books?

For me, it usually starts with one thing that sparks my imagination. With Mysteries of Cove, it was seeing a giant mechanical dragon head when

my wife and | went to see the musical Wicked. With The Lost Wonderland Diaries, it was reading about Lewis Carroll’s missing diaries. Then |
start to ask “What if?” questions. Usually these answers will bring in a couple of author ideas that combine with the first idea to form a whole
story.

What was one of the most surprising things you learned in creating your books?
Researching new books is one of the best things about writing. For Mysteries of Cove, | learned all about steam power and hydroponics. For The

Lost Wonderland Diaries, | learned about Lewis Carroll aka Charles Dodgson who was not only a great writer, but also a mathematician, puzzle
maker, inventor, artist and more. | also got to interview many dyslexic people and learn about how everyone’s brain is different. For Case File
13, I learned about voodoo, body snatching, doppelgangers, and Mayan pyramids.

What is your favorite book that you didn’t write?
This is such a hard question. | am always discovering new books that I love. But if | had to pick my very favorite of all time, it would probably

be Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland.

Do you have any suggestions to help me become a better writer? If so, what are they?
Three things. Read, read, read. The more you read the better you will get at writing. Read a book for fun, but then go back and study the parts

you loved the best to figure out what made them so good. Great writers are great readers.

If you could pick any job, other than writer, what would it be?

I would love to dream up cool theme park rides. Roller coasters, and animatronics. | would also love to be the captain of the Jungle Cruise at
one of the Disney Parks. | have a bunch of jokes | am dying to tell.
